PLOTTING THROUGH A STORY LINE

You will use the  X-Y Axis to plot a line graph depicting  the positive and negative aspects from the point of view  of a character in a fairy tale, book, or movie.  You will then do another graph depicting a real person or historical event.  You may also choose an event in your own life.

Be sure to include time intervals on the x axis, and appropriate descriptors on the Y axis.  Think of degrees of positive and negative.  Is it simply a bad experience or devastating?

Include a key describing your points.

You must also be prepared to present your graph to the class orally.  The rubric below will be used to evaluate your project and presentation. Be sure to use the rubric for a check list.

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As a teacher doing this activity what extensions could be done to provide higher level thinking skills and enhance the engagement of the students?
